By the before-mentioned Verbal note the Embassy of the Russian Federation in Budapest submitted to the Danube Commission Secretariat text of the Executive Order № 1936-р of the Chairman of the Government of the Russian Federation, His Excellency Mr. Vladimir Putin from December 14, 2009 on the appointment of Mr. Ambassador A.A Tolkatch as the Representative of the Russian Federation to the Danube Commission.
